a. [DP] Competitors and support persons shall comply with reasonable requests from
race officials.

. SIGNALS (NADE ASHOR €

a. Signals made ashore will be displayed on the flag mast of the Race Committee boat
docked at PCYC and a Notice to Competitors on the PCYC Official Notice Board wiill
indicate the flag(s) displayed.

b. When flag AP is displayed ashore, “1 minute” is replaced with “not less than 30 minutes”
in Race Signals AP.
